Program: The nine North of the Notches sessions take place on weekdays from September
through May. Program days run from 8am — 12pm with lunch provided, tours and in- depth
discussions and presentations are scheduled for one hour after lunch, and there are some evening
programs. Associates also have monthly Action Assignments throughout the year of
approximately 2-6 hours. Each program session requires approximately 2-4 hours of selected
readings. Associates are encouraged to outline their personal learning goals, and to track
progress on these goals during the year. Due to space and insurance considerations, participants
may not bring dependents to the program sessions.
Tuition: Tuition is $750. Leadership North Country urges employers to support participants by
providing tuition assistance. A $100 deposit is due immediately upon acceptance into the
program. The remaining tuition is due before September 1,2009. Program costs are incurred in
advance, therefore, tuition fees are non-refundable and non-transferable.
Selection: Each class will consist of approximately 15-20 Associates selected from a wide range
of backgrounds. All applications will be reviewed by the Selection Committee after input from
the Interviewers and approved by the Leadership North Country Board. Notification of
Acceptance will be sent by June 30, 2009.
